What is Kodak Thinking??? Or, Is Kodak Thinking?

   Last year, I had over 400 slides from my vacation processed at Kodak (Qualex). I noticed the 
slide numbers that  Kodak stamps on each plastic slide’s frame was on the wrong side. I could 
not believe it. They put it on the side that does me no good. They put it on the side opposite 

from the proper viewing side. They put it on the side that made me flip each slide over to see its slide number... more than 
400 more times than needed. 
   Maybe I’m different; maybe I’m strange. But when I put my slides on my light table, I want to see the numbers that are 
stamped on the slides so I know I have them in the right sequence. When I put my slides in my plastic sheets for archival 
purposes, with the proper viewing side toward me, I want to be able to see the slide numbers so I can easily pick out 
slides by the slide number. 
   Yes, I complained to Kodak. Yes, I talked to the manager of the processing department. But did they listen. NO!!! I just 
picked up my slides from another trip and guess on which side the numbers were stamped ??? THE WRONG SIDE!!! 
   Just to be sure I was not out in left field. I remembered I had some slides processed at the National Geographic’s lab in 
D.C. I checked them out to see how they were handling the situation. They did it right. The numbers were on the side that 
you would view when looking at the slide from the correct side, the non-emulsion side. 
   Just to get a third opinion on this, I looked at some of my old Kodachrome slides from 1988 to see what Kodak was do-
ing in the good old days. Yep!!! The slide numbers were printed on the non-emulsion side...the correct side. 
   I just talked to a supervisor at the Kodak lab and they agreed, again, with me that they were printed on the wrong side 
and “will fix the problem.” I’m not holding my breath.
